If 
these conditions are not met, the entries are not valid and must be returned to the 
sender. 
 
Wait List for Withdrawn Entries after closing at 5 p.m. on May 13, 2011: 
This club is offering a wait list to fill openings created by withdrawn entries after the trial’s 
closing date/time.  (For further information, refer to this premium list under section titled 
“Wait List Information”. 
 
The safety of the dog is our primary concern. By entering this trial, exhibitors acknowledge 
that they are familiar with the rules and regulations of this sport, and that their dogs are 
familiar with and are able to perform all obstacles safely. 
 
There is plenty of indoor crating space.  Please crate in the areas (tur f fields) as 
directed. 
 
ALL crate/ex-pen setups MUST have a tarp or other form of protection underneath in 
order to protect the field turf surface from damage. 
 
Chairs only (no crating) in the two fields containing the Std. and JWW r ings.   
 
Puppies under 6 months of age are strictly prohibited from the grounds. 
 
All dogs must be on a leash at all times on the grounds except when in the ring, when 
in the designated agility warm-up area, when crated, or when in a secure ex-pen. 
 
Exhibitors are responsible for  being at the r ing gate when it is their turn to run. 
 
Entry fees will not be refunded in the event that a dog is absent, disqualified, excused, 
or  barred from competition by the action of the Trial Committee. 
 
No entry fee will be refunded if the tr ial cannot open or  be completed by reason of riots, 
civil disturbances, fire, an act of God, public emergency, act of a public enemy, or any 
other cause beyond the control of the organizing committee.  
 
Catalogs will be available for sale (very limited quantity) at the trial for $15.00 each.  
 
It is expressly understood that exhibitors alone are responsible for  the behavior  of their  
dogs and/or  children. Any exhibitor whose dogs and/or children create unnecessary 
disturbances or repeatedly engage in unsafe or disruptive behavior may, at the discretion of 
the Trial Committee, be asked to leave the show site. In such case, no refund will be made 
of any entry fees paid. 
 
Refunds (all but $15 per dog per day of the entry fees) will be made for bitches in 
season only.  (Veterinarian’s note or other form of proof must be presented.)  The 
Trial Secretary must be notified of such claims for refund in writing no later than noon 
on the trial date (preferably as early as possible after the closing of entries). 
 
Returned checks do not constitute a valid entry fee. The Trial Secretary will add a 
$25.00 collection fee to the amount of each returned check.  Subsequent returned checks 
from the same exhibitors may result in their being put on a CASH ONLY basis.

PRIZES AND AWARDS 
 
Rosettes will be awarded to the 1st through 4th place dogs in each jump height division in 
each class. Qualifying ribbons will be awarded to all dogs receiving qualifying scores.  Dogs 
must qualify to receive placement or qualifying ribbons and prizes. Perfect score ribbons for 
Novice and Open classes will also be awarded.  New title rosettes and Double Q rosettes will 
be offered.  One toy per dog entered (for the weekend) will be provided at check-in (valued 
at $1-$3). 
 
Those completing MX, MXJ, MXP and MJP titles will receive a dog neck rosette 
and a cooler with custom tag. 
 
Those completing MACHs  will receive a special rosette, MACH bar, and  photo 
frame.

DOGS ELIGIBLE TO ENTER:  This trial is open to all dogs over the age of 15 
months that are registered with the American Kennel Club or are registerable breeds 
that have obtained an AKC ILP or PAL number.  Mixed breed dogs that have 
been listed with the AKC Canine Par tners may par ticipate provided their  
listing number  has been recorded on the entry form and the tr ial-giving club is 
offer ing the optional mixed breed classes.  Dogs should be physically sound.  
Dogs that are blind or deaf shall not be eligible, and neither are bitches in season, 
aggressive dogs, or dogs suffering from any deformity, injury, or illness which may 
affect the dog’s physical or mental performance.   
 
COURSE FAMILIARIZATION (WALK-THROUGHS) AND WARM-
UPS: Handlers in all classes will be permitted to walk the course prior to the 
start of the class.

All dogs that have not been officially measured for an Agility Jump Height Card may still compete; however, they 
must be measured by a Judge of record, an Agility Field Representative, or a Volunteer Measuring Official, prior to 
running. If measured by the Judge of record, that measurement will be valid for this trial or back-to-back trials only. If a 
measurement is necessary, it is the exhibitor's responsibility to have their dog(s) measured prior to running.  

Dogs listed in the AKC Canine Partners SM program may be eligible to enter all-breed AKC agility trials at the club’s 
option. These dogs should be listed as All American Dog and must include their AKC number on the entry form and 
check the AKC No. box. 

Junior Handlers should enter their Junior Handler number on the front of this form. Should you not have your Junior 
Handler number, it may be obtained from the American Kennel Club (919) 233-9767.
